DIRECTIONS

e From the North: Take Highway 77 South to Firth Road. Turn LEFT (East) onto Firth
Road. Drive East until you reach 68" Street and then turn LEFT (North). The school will
be on your left two miles up.

e From the South: Take Highway 77 South to Firth Road. Turn RIGHT (East) onto Firth
Road. Drive East until you reach 68" Street and then turn LEFT (North). The school will
be on your left two miles up.

CHECK IN

e Groups and equipment will unload on the East side of the high school. There is a curved
driveway for busses and trailers to pull in. All instruments and guard equipment will be
unloaded with group members at this site.

e Busses will park in the South Lot

At the clinic check-in all members and parent boosters will have their hands stamped.
Only 10 volunteers are eligible to enter with the group members.

EQUIPMENT

We recommend you bring your tarps through the regular entrance, but for big props,
the door near the competition gym is available. DOJO will unload into the auditorium

from the South door marked on the map.
Please let us know where you would like to unload equipment when you arrive.

CLINIC:

e For the clinic portion of the event, groups will go directly into their assigned gym,
without the regular warm up routine.

e We will have four guard and two percussion judges.

e We will have two locker rooms to serve as dressing rooms.

e There will not be a tarp down in the North “warm up gym”. We will have a tarp down in
the South performance gym.

e Parents are welcome to watch the clinics. After the clinic, the performance gym will be
cleared to get ready for the show.

e Most guards will do sound checks during your clinic. If your guard is in the warm-up
gym for the clinic, please come to the performance gym between 5:00 and 5:30 for a
sound check on the big sound system
